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Bud Aber was introduced to his
wife Sue at a bowling alley by his
girlfriend. They have been married
for 45 years.

When
Bud was discharged from the
Army, he went to work for five
years at Attica State Prison. In
those days, Bud says, if a prisoner
was unruly or did not cooperate,
prison guards were able to “keep
the peace” without being intimi-
dated by the prison system or
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the prisoners were at Attica for
crimes such as murder and mafia
activities. Prisoners worked at jobs
in the kitchen, mattress factory,
laundry, etc. The prisoners had a
band and residents of the area
would come to Attica for the
shows. Only one prisoner escaped
during the time Bud was at Attica
and that prisoner was never found.
After leaving Attica, Bud
worked with first offenders at Mon-
terey Forestry Camp where as many
as a million trees were planted each
year, then on to Elmira Reception
Center and retirement from the Cor-
rection Department after 25 years.
Bud and Sue retired in 1994 and

decided to look for a community
within one hundred miles of Kis-
simmee. Working with a real es-
tate agent, they had just about
given up finding a place where
activities were readily available
when they found Carefree on their
last day of looking. Sue went im-
mediately to look at activities on
the information board by the
mailboxes. That day they rented
a place and after two months pur-
chased a place of their own.

Sue and Bud have chaired the
Employees’ Luncheon for eight
years and the Golf Tournament
for two years. They helped with

“YOUR BOARD OF DIRECTORS SAY “IT’S TIME FOR SOLAR ENERGY”

Solar energy for our community has been on the minds of many Carefree residents for the past few
years. An Ad Hoc committee was formed to investigate the possibility of bringing solar to Carefree. The
following is a timeline and actions taken over the past three seasons:

Ad Hoc Committee met with contractors to study the feasibility and placement of panels.

Your Board read the results and voted to be actively involved.

A meeting was held with one of the contractors to educate the residents and Board.

Field trips to 6 very different installations of solar were made by Board members, candidates
for the Board and chairman of the Ad Hoc Committee.

An overwhelming YES vote of 354 to 44 on the Annual Meeting of 2009 to favor creating a
detailed plan for the implementation of a solar heating system at Carefree.

An independent engineer was hired to give an in-depth study of not only the installation of solar
but the appropriate place for the optimum usage. This study can be read in the lower clubhouse
bulletin board. There is a copy also on the coffee table.

A committee of three Board members worked through the summer to send out bids, meet with
contractors and visit other installations.

The contractor was accepted based on the recommendations of the 3 board members.

A town meeting was held with approximately 70 people in attendance. Jeff Probus, owner of
Mirasol, answered all questions. A straw vote was held with almost all people voting in fa-
vor of solar energy.

10. A display was promptly put up in the lower clubhouse giving detailed information.
11. The vote will take place at the Annual Meeting, March 20, 2010 and your Board is recommend-

ing a “YES VOTE”.

12. The Finance Committee has also put their “stamp of approval” on the project as they realize the

savings in fuel consumption over the next few years.

After looking at all the facts and after studying the engineering report plus visiting a number of installations,
your Board came to the conclusion that the Solar Option is the right direction for Carefree.

WE’RE BACK!!
No, the Documents Review Committee (DRC) didn’t
evaporate during the summer months. As of April
2009, the committee had completed the review of
Carefree’s Articles of Incorporation and Declaration
of Covenants. Members approved the amendments to
these documents and they were recorded. In addition,
at least four other documents were amended and ap-
proved by Board Resolutions.
The DRC has largely completed the review of the
Rules and Regulations and Bylaws. These two docu-
ments are generally more recognized because of their
direct bearing on the day-to-day operation of Care-
free. By definition, the Rules, in the broadest sense,
concern the use of the common ground, use of facili-
ties, etc. The Bylaws can be generally thought of as
the blueprint for operating the association — board size
and powers, elections, board and membership meet-
ings, fiscal management, unit use, etc. Much of the
Bylaws come directly from Florida State Law. Impor-
tant to remember: ( 1) the BOD adopts and amends the
Rules and Regulations and the membership adopts and
amends the Bylaws and (2) the Bylaws are a recorded
document, the Rules are not recorded.
The DRC is pleased to report that the Bylaws are gen-
erally in very good shape and are recommending only
a few changes or amendments to the existing docu-
ment. As previously stated, the BOD adopts and
amends the Rules; however, the committee will be
meeting with the Board in January to discuss one par-
ticular issue. The issue is related to a couple of sig-
nificant portions of the Rules that, rather specifically,
address UNIT USE and LIVING UNIT CONSTRUC-
TION AND MAINTENANCE RESTRICTIONS. The
committee is recommending that those particular
Rules should be in the Bylaws. The committee’s goal
is to schedule information meetings for all members in
February to discuss the proposed amendments and
vote on the amendments to the Bylaws at the Annual
Meeting in March. PLEASE STAY TUNED.
